NOMINATIONS ARE INVITED FOR THE 2008 CARNIVAL QUEEN

This year, by way of an innovation to the system of selecting the Carnival Queen, the committee invites the general public to nominate eligible candidates.  The committee will then vote, as usual, in secret ballots to elect one of the nominated persons to carry out the prestigious role of Aldeburgh’s Carnival Queen which has, traditionally, been one of honour. The chosen Carnival Queen and her attendants must conduct themselves in a reliable, happy and friendly manner in all their carnival duties which include Songs of Praise on Carnival Sunday, Carnival Day and the Christmas Light Switch-on. The Carnival Queen may be asked to attend other events throughout the year. 

The eligibility qualifications are that each nominee must be aged 17-25 inclusive on Carnival Day, unmarried and have lived in Aldeburgh for a minimum of 5 years. She is to have a proposer, seconder and must then complete her own section of the nomination form confirming her wish to be considered for selection.
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Nomination forms are available at the Tourist Information Centre and at both Aldeburgh Co-op stores.  When these have been completed by the proposer, seconder and the candidate they should be delivered to Trevor Harvey at 113 High Street. The closing date for receipt of the nomination forms is 15th March.   The committee will keep all the nomination forms confidential.

The election of the Carnival Queen will take place in April and all the candidates will receive notification of the result.
